That is why, for the third 
year, the Marine Transport Workers’ Trade Union of Ukraine has been supporting Ukrainian cadets from the Kherson 
State Maritime Academy, who simultaneously study at the Lithuanian Maritime. This project was made possible 
thanks to the support of the ITF Seafarers’ Trust and then the Norwegian shipowner Wilson.

During this time, 50 cadets have already completed their studies, and most of them have been employed thanks to 
MTWTU support. Currently, another 20 cadets are gaining knowledge and preparing for a maritime careers in Lithuania.
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
