For many years the attention of International Transport
Workers’ Federation (ITF) is attracted to numerous appeals
of seafarers on the problems they face while working
on vessels in the Black Sea. Shipping of the Black Sea
Is characterized by old ships of small size, which often
operate at maximum capacity and potentially threaten
the sofety of navigation. Today there ore approximately
2,500 active vessels of between 2,000 — 12,000 dwt
working in the Black Seo. Trade in the Black Sea is
dominated by general cargo ships, bulk carriers, cement
carriers, river-sea and multipurpose vessels. Around 1,5
thousand of vessels are over 20 years of age, with some
800 vessels over 30 years of age. Of 2,500 vessels fewer
than 500 are 10 years old or newer. Predominant flags in
the region are Turkey, Russia, Georgia, Malta, Panama,
St Vincent & Grenadines, Bellze, Moldova, Slovenla and
Cambodia. The mast frequently transported cargos are
scrap mefal, steels, pig Iron, coal, grains, cement and
fertilizers. In addition there is passenger trade between
Northern Turkey and ports in Russia and Ukraine,

Freight agreements are traditionally per tonne with
time charters a rarity. With margins tight, shipowners
must ensure that their vessels are operational for
a significant proportion of doys in o month to avoid
trading in deficit. Athough the Black Sea is an enclosed
body of water and weather conditions are usually not
as severe as in more northerly walers, major storms and
heavy seas can occur which, combined with the technical
condition and age of the vessels found In the region,
can lead to serious occidents and fatalities. Collisions,
groundings, explosions and fire as well os domoge
caused by weather conditions {storms and ice) have led
fo a significant number of deaths, injuries and missing
crewmembers.

ABOUT THE PROJECT

In 2012 ITF offiliated trade unions of the Black Sea
region countries — Ukraine, Russia, Bulgaria, Romania,
Georgia and Turkey — began a thorough study of
the current situation and the parficular operating
practices commonly used in the region. They have set
the task: to present in its true light the consequences of
substondard operations and to convey to the maritime
community its concern about the lack of control of
navigation in the region. Measures taken by the ITF
trade unions for research and improvement of the
situation in the region, were united under a common
name — the Black Sea Regional Project, and its aim
was 1o establish the new higher labor standards in the
region and, as a consequence, to rid the region of
sub-standard shipping.

Among other things, one of the tools for achieving
this goal is the Black Sea Collective Agreement, which
sets a uniform minimum wage rates for seafarers
regardless of nationglity, so that in the future it
could be easily said that the conditions of work and
employment are equal for all the Black Sea seafarers.
The new draft agreement was approved by the
Steering Group of ITF Fair Practices Committee, and
is used by ITF affiliates of the region in negotiations
with shipowners, whose vessels operate in the Black
Sea.

INSPECTORATE

There are six ITF inspectors working in the Black
Sea ports: in Turkey, Romanig, Russia, Ukraine,
Georgia, and recently in Bulgaria. Their job is lo
protect seafarers’ rights and improve their working
and living conditions. ITF inspectors together with ITF
affiliates of the Black Sea region on a permanent basis
assist seafarers whose rights have been violated, terms
and conditions of coniracts and collective agreements
are not fuliilled with regard to remuneration, the final
wage settlement, suffident provision of food and water,
medical care and compensation payments. Particular
attention is paid fo violations in the recruitment process.

WEEK OF ACTION

To raise seafarers’ awareness of the Black Sea
Regional Project, ITF inspectors in Ukraine, Russia,
Georgia, Turkey, Romania and Bulgaria, with the
support of trade union activists from ITF affiliates
in the region, twice a year hold a campaign called
“Black Sea Week of Action”, when they visit all the
vessels calling Black Sea ports, providing seafarers
with information materials, meeting the crews to
answer any questions risen. ITF not only provides
assistance to seafarers, who are already in trouble,
but does everything possible to prevent this disaster.

The first Black Sea Week of Action was held in
May 2013. The next Week of Actions revealed the
active support of dockers’ and port workers’ trade
union organizations.

During the period from 6 to 10 July 2015 was
held the fourth Week of Action, when ITF inspectors
conducted 203 inspections of vessels in 29 ports of
the region. They have distributed Black Sea Regional
Project leaflets, DVDs of the film “The Dark Side of the
Black Sea”, Seafarers’ Bulletins, booklets Message to
Seafarers with contact details of all the world ITF
inspectors, as well as t-shirts, specially printed by
the unions and ITF. Trade union experts have also
advised the seafarers on all the matters of interest.

We are pleased to inform our readers that the
ITF Inspector in Ukraine Nataliya Yefrimenko together
with MTWTU team visited 24 vessels in the port of
Odessa. Marine Transport Workers” Trade Union
of Ukraine also appreciates the excellent work of
our local trade union organizations in Belgorod-
Dnestrovsky, Yuzhny, Nikolaev, Kherson, Skadovsk,
Berdyansk and Mariupol, who actively participated
in the ITF Week of Action and visited 38 vessels.

The Local Black Sea Trade Union Organization of Seafarers
{LBSTUS) was founded in 2006 and today unites about 30
thousand seafarers working on foreign-flagged vessels. The main
purpose of the organization, first and foremost, is the protection
of seafarers’ labor rights and defending their interests, both at
national and international levels.

The Local Black Sea Trade Union Organization of Seafarers
operaies in accordance with the Charter of Marine Transport
Workers’ Trade Union of Ukraine and the Regulations on the
Local Black Sea Trade Union Organization of Seafarers and
other legal acts.

Every 5 years the local trade union organization is obliged
to conduct the report-back election conference. The first LBSTUS
conference was held in 2011, and on July 31, 2015, was held
the Second report-back election conference of the Local Black
Sea Trade Union Organization of Seafarers, attended by 29 of
31 delegates. The credentials of delegates have been confirmed
by the Statutory Commission of Marine Transport Workers’
Trade Union of Ukraine. Most of the delegates were seafarers —
members of Marine Transport Workers’ Trade Union of Ukraine,
registered with LBSTUS.

At the conference the delegates heard a report on the
LBSTUS activities, as well as information on the activities of the
Welfare Fund of Maritime Transport “"MORTRANS” and the work
of the Inspector of International Transport Workers’ Federation
{ITF) Nataliya Yefrimenko for the period from 2011 to 2015.

impact the labor market. One of the important factors affecting
the shipping condition today is of course the freight rates that
make shipowners save more. Unfortunately, the employer follows
the path of least resistance and tries to save on the labor
expenses: this is an increase of the contract duration {looking for
the most convenient port for discharge), saving on food, reduction
of the number of crew members, and, of course, recruitment of
cheaper labor — seafarers from developing countries, without the
appropriate skills and education, and that leads to an increase
of accidents on board and other risks for the rest of the crew, the
ship as a whole, as well as the environment.

This raises problems seafarers are currently facing:

-The lack of qualified officers

- Cumulative fatigue on board, due to the decrease in
number of crew members on board,

- Safety on board

- Abundance of unscrupulous shipowners

- Multi-national crews, which is the strategy of the shipowner,
aimed at reducing the risks of crew members’ protests against
improper working conditions

- Seafarers’ discrimination related to the level of pay, working
conditions, the duration of the contract, etc., associated with the
nationality of seafarers, the place where contract was concluded,
the country of the beneficial shipowner, flag, etc.

Our task, as of the largest national maritime trade union and
the only maritime ITF offiliate in Ukraine, is to make every effort
to defend the rights of Ukrainian seafarers on the international
level, to ensure decent treatment by the employer.

Ukraine is the fourth biggest supplier of marine personnel to
the world labor market, and hard work, diligence and professional
training of Ukrainian seafarers are highly appreciated.

With this purpose in the year of 2006 the Local Black Sea
Trade Union Organization of Seafarers was established.

At the time of the establishment there were around 6,5
thousand seafarers registered with LBSTUS. In 2011, at the first
report-back election conference, membership of LBSTUS reached
18 thousand seafarers, working on foreign shipowners’ ships.
Today about 30 thousand seafarers are the Union members.
If we take into account all Ukrainian seafarers, and according
to the official data there are about 70,000, almost a half of
them are members of Marine Transport Workers” Trade Union
of Ukraine.

The positive dynamics of our Union’s development is based
not only on the growth of our membership, but also on a significant
increase ofthe Union's authority, and as a result, of all the

Ukrainian seafarers at the international level. MTWTU leadership
is represented in all decision-making bodies of the International
Transport Workers’ Federation (ITF): place of permanent observer
at the Steering Group of the Fair Practices Commitiee, places ai
the Fair Practices Commitiee, both in Seafarers’ and Dockers’
Sections. We are as well represented in the Benchmark Working
Group, determining the future of collective agreements of ITF
standard.

By virtue of participation in the work of the ITF, committees,
working groups, special missions and campaigns, we have an
opportunity to show strength and high degree of organization
of MTWTU. We actively participate and support seafarers in
the framework of the ITF Black Sea Regional Project, aiming to
protect seafarers from unscrupulous shipowners and substandard
shipping. Each year, together with MTWTU local trade union
organizations in ports, we participate in the ITF Week of Actions
on the Black Sea. In spite of the temporary occupation of the
Crimeq, this year we again visited the largest number of vessels,
calling the Ukrainian ports, communicated with hundreds of
seafarers of different nationalities, spoke about their rights and
the protection tools against dishonest shipowners.

This and other projects help LBSTUS to show the colleagues
from other trade unions around the world that Ukraine is able
to provide high quality trade union services, and well-qualified
Ukrainian seafarers are able to worthy compete and lead on the
international labor market.

Immediately after the first report-back election conference in
2011 LBSTUS management participated in the first All-Ukrainian
negotiations between MTWTU and IMEC. With the help of the
ITF we have created a platform for negotiations, recognized
worldwide. As part of these negotiations was signed the first IBF
Framework Agreement, and that allowed to preserve thousands
of Ukrainian seafarers” jobs, especially the ratings’. The new
format of the agreement allowed 1o bring the agreements to the
field of healthy competition with the other nationalities and to
convince the representatives of shipowners 1o allocate funds for
welfare services and health protection of Ukrainians.

INTERNATIONAL WORK

The next stage of negotiations with the International Marine
Employers Council (IMEC) took place in late November 2014.
Heaviest negotiations brought a slight increase in the base rate
for all positions by 1% in 2015, 2% in 2016 and 3.5% in 2017.
Along with the changes in the fext of the collective agreement,
the allocations for seafarers’ social protection in the period
between voyages have also been increased — that would allow
continuing even more active work in this direction.

LBSTUS and MTWTU take part in another negotiation
process with even richer history. More than for 10 years
MTWTU and LBSTUS negotiate with the Norwegian Shipowners’
Association (NSA) with the active participation and assistance
of the Norwegian irade unions. Our colleagues from Norway

gave the unions — labor suppliers from Eastern and Central
Europe a centralized access for joint collective bargaining
and organization of social protection in seafarers’ countries of
residence. In practice this process is effective and fully justifies
its existence, giving the right example for other trade unions
of the beneficial owner, whe still do not consciously notice the
effectiveness of such negotiating platforms.

During the reporting period the number of shipowners
and managers seeking to cooperate with the Union increased
significantly, and we will maintain this trend in the future,

We constantly work to find new shipowners, interested in
qualified Ukrainian seafarers. Today, for example, the offshore
fleet is very popular among seafarers. Unfortunately, the ITF
positions in this area is not as strong as we would have liked,
but we are actively involved in the work of the ITF Offshore Task
Force Group and negotiate to sign collective agreement with
the largest offshore shipowner — BOURBON. These negotiations
have dlready moved into the fincl stage and we expect to
conclude an agreement before the end of this year.

LBSTUS and MIWTU constantly negotiate with brother
unions on the conclusion of similar memorandums and bilateral
agreements with trade unions of beneficial owner.

So during the reporting period, we have revised and signed
a memorandum with one of the most powerful and influential
trade unions in the world — the German trade union VER,DII
This memorandum includes joint participation in negotiations with
German shipowners,

The memorandum allows any Ukrainian seafarer, working
on board the vessels, covered by VER.DI colleclive agreements,
contact us for advice, financial assistance and social support!
We have repeatedly held seminars and meetings with the
seafarers employed on board the German shipowners” vessels,
speaking about the opportunities and challenges of the Union,
Representatives of VER.DI have repeatedly visited Odessa, and
also recorded video appeadls o seafarers, While in Ukraine, the
German colleagues were convinced of the correctness of the
processes and work with the members of the Union, consistently
held by LBSTUS. We have earned their trust with hard work and
openness fo the Union members.

Similar memorandums we have signed with the Seafarers’
Union of Croatia, Seafarers’ International Union of Canada. Just
a week ago at the Maritime Conference in Singapore, we have
signed two memorandums of understanding with the Singapore
Maritime Officers’ Union and All-Japan Seamen’s Union. Also
in September, it is scheduled to sign a Memorandum with the

All these agreements allow to strengthen ties with our
colleagues and to bare “international*teeth at the shipowner,
when labor disputes arise. This tendency becomes global. Thus
one of the most debated resolutions of the 43rd ITF Congress
was the resolution on the need to enter into bilateral agreements
between beneficial ownership unions and labour supply unions.
In support of the resolution, which, by the way, fully supports
the ITF Mexico City Policy, ITF Secretariat have organized a
subgroup on bilateral relationships. We actively participate in
the work of this group and inform the ITF and our colleagues
about the problematic moments. For example, despite the
undeniable consistency and correctness, we are unable to
achieve understanding of our ltalian colleagues, who for now
do not see it possible to conclude such an agreement with our
Union, despite the fact that thousands of Ukrainian seafarers are
deprived of the access to the Union services, though they make
payments to the ltalian trade union. A similar problem exists with
our Greek colleagues.

But not all at once. As time shows, our efforts are not in vain,
we see certain achievements, and | think you also see qualitative
changes in the work of our Union.

In addition to the problems and issues, faced by seafarers
on board, there are problems ashore. Thus, political and
social siluation in the country has caused a number of specific
difficuliies for seafarers. These are the mobilization, the problem
of money Iransfers, foreign exchange resirictions, Reslrictions
on the movement of foreign currency of the Nalional Bank of
Ukraine, the occupalion of the Crimea.

Specialists of our Union hold ¢ hand on pulse of all these
issues and promptly inform the seafarers — Union members about
any changes in national legislation on these issues. We regularly
organize information seminars for seafarers, where highly
qualified specialists provide accurate information, with reference
to the regulations. In addition, we answer seafarers’ questions
and give advice regarding how to act in a particular situation,
where to apply and explain seafarers not only their labor but
civil rights.

We would like to highlight a separate item — income taxation
of seafarers. This is the cornerstone, which causes probably the
greatest number of contradictions and disputes.

We have repeaiedly conducted meetings with seafarers to
discuss this mater and expressed our position as a Union — we
believe that the return of 183 days is the only fair way out of
the current stalemate. However, the Government of our country
strongly opposed the proposal. Then we proposed to levy 1ox
from seafarers’ salaries, basing on the wage in the industry al the
national level — this would be the amount available to be paid
both by sailor and a captain, and would allow seafarers to fulfill
their civic duty to pay taxes, and sleep soundly. To say more,
our proposal was accepted very favorably at the local level, but
the Capital decided that this amount is too small. However, the
effective mechanism allowing the State to control the payment of

taxes, does not exist. Especially here we need your consolidated
position and the decision of what is the best to do.

In one word, no matter what your position would be, we will
always support it. However, today seafarers may be relatively calm
on this issue as we closely follow the situation and promptly respond
to all attempts of the State to get into seafarer’s pocket.

We have talked about the fact that our Union representatives
work in the ITF governing bodies. Our Union is also well represented
in the various commissions, public councils under the Stale
Inspectorate of Ukraine on Safety at Sea and River Transport and
the Ministry of Infrastructure of Ukraine. For example, | personally
am a member of the Commission for the licensing of mediation in
employment abroad, which determines whether to issue a license
to a particular company. The participation of our Union in such a
commission plays a very important role, as in the background of
sharply increased number of crewing fraud, thanks to infernational
coordination and solidarity we cut off unscrupulous employers.
Our Union has the opportunity to talk directly to the shipowner
and to specify whether they work with a particular intermediary in
Ukraine. To date, this Commission has ceased to function as the
licensing authority was transferred from the Employment Center to
the Ministry of Social Policy. Nevertheless, over the period of its
operation, it was managed to defuse many potentially unscrupulous
companies.

We immediately report in our media about all known cases
of fraud, warning dll the seafarers, regardless of whether they are
our Union members or not. During the last year the ITF Inspector in
Ukraine and our Union have exposed about 10 such crewing frauds,
and it’s difficult to calculate the number of seafarers who after our
consultation decided not fo mess with questionable company.

Our Union is in constant contact with the Ministries, Embassies
of Ukraine and different bodies of executive power, as well as
with international organizations such as the International Labour
Organization (ILO} and the International Marilime Organization
(IMO).

On behalf of the Ukrainian seafarers we sent appeals to the
President and the Prime Minister of Ukraine — such as in 2013 our
appeals concerned the Manila amendments to the MLC, 2006.
We also appealed to the Embassy of Ukraine in the Republic of
Argentina, Embassy of Ukraine in India, Consulate of Ukraine in
Dubai and others, to help Ukrainian seafarers — our Union members,
who for various reasons were in need of assistance.

We have sent letters of appeal to the port authorities of Liberia
and the Marshall Islands, when in 2014 received information that
these Administrations discriminated against Ukrainian seafarers.

At the time, when our country experienced the most turbulent
times, we were addressed by various international organizations,
shipowners and foreign trade unions, with their concerns about the
future of our country and Ukrainian seafarers. In support of our
Union and all Ukrainian seafarers ITF Maritime Coordinator Thomas
Abrahamsson addressed a letter to the Minister of Infrastructure of
Ukraine and that are just a small part of the correspondence, our

Separate point | would like to highlight Is the progress
and prospects of Ukralne’s ratification of the MLC, 2006.

As of July 2015, MLC, 2006 was ratifled and Is valid In
53 states. Another 13 countrles are In a state of modifying
the national legislation to meet the requirements of the
Convention. These 66 countries, amounting to 80% of the
global tennage. Among those couniries that have already
ratified the Convention are: the most developed — France,
United Kingdom, Germany, Sweden, Norway, Switzerland,
Singapore, lapan, Canada, Australia and others. There
are ratified countries that are Ukraine’s competitors in
terms of labor supply to the international maritime markst:
Russia, Greace, the Philippines, Croatia, our neighbors
Bulgaria, Hungary, Poland. United States and China still
prefer to remain overboard MLC, 2004. Mostly “flag of
convenience” states are still on the stage of preparation
for the ratification: Fiji, Belize, Bangladesh, Isle of Man
and others. Soon Convention shall be ratified by Thailand
and Indig, whose seafarers are also direct competitors for
Ukrainians.

On March 4 this year Kylv hosted o three-day
conference on the Implementation of the ILO Maritime
Labor Convention 2006. At the conference Oksana Reyter,
Deputy Minister of Infrastructure of Ukralne on European
Integration, sald that Ukralne should ratify the Conventlon
as sarly as September this year.

The maln problem for all the couniries wishing to joln the
Conventlon Is requirements for the natlonal legislation. The
Convention clearly established the minimum requirements
that the national legislation must comply with in order to ratify
the Convention, and they are quite high. In order to enable
States to prepare, there were two conditions established.
Before fulfilment of these conditions the Convention is not
considered valid — has not entered into force. On August 20,
2013, one year after the implementation of these provisions
the Convention officially entered into forca.

Not many people are awars of the fact that sooner
or later Ukraine will have to ratity the Convention, as well
as of its obvious nacessity and importance for Ukrainian
sealarers. Marine Transport Workers’ Trads Union of
Ukraine was always ot the forefront: the majority of attacks
of marine “experts’ were addressed to us.

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One of the reasons for the sharp negative was banal
misunderstanding and misinterpretation of the provisions
of MLC, 2006. Realizing this, Marine Transport Workers’
Trade Union of Ukraine began to conduct explanatory
work among the authorized state bodies, representatives of
maritime business and seafarers.

The starting point for this work was the “round table”
on the ILO Maritime Labor Convention “pros and cons”,
organized by LBSTUS and MTWTU in 2009. The meeting
was attended by representatives of crewing agencies and
maritime administration, representatives of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs and the Ukrainian Parliament Commissioner
for Human Rights, representatives of maritime educational
institutions and the International Transport Workers’
Federation, the Federation of Trade Unions of Ukraine and
fraternal trade unions of CIS countries.

Then followed a series of seminars and conferences
where the Convention and its prospects in the country
were discussed over and over again.

Namely LBSTUS officials have been trained on the
Convention at the headquarters of the ILO in Turin, and
became the first certified experts on MLC, 2006 in Ukraine.

On July 24, 2012, Odessa hosted a seminar on
“Employment of seafarers under the ILO Maritime Labor
Convention, 2006”. The seminar was initiated by the
International Transport Workers’ Federation (ITF), and the
organization and preparation were assigned to MTWTU
and LBSTUS.

Leaders of crewing agencies, representatives of foreign
shipowners, top officials of higher and secondary maritime
educational institutions and representatives of seafarers
were invited to exchange their opinions.

As guests of honor and speakers at the seminar
arrived: Cleopatra Doumbia-Henry, ILO’s Director of the
Department of Labour Standards, Giles Heimann, General
Secretary of the International Maritime Employers Council,
and Stephen Cotton, who at that time was the ITF Maritime
Coordinator.

The seminar resulted with the composition of a formal
accord, which Ms. Doumbia-Henry personally handed
over to the current government.

Through awareness campaign, held by MTWTU, the
number of supporters of the soonest adoption of the
Convention increased. Also, the question regarding what
would happen if Ukraine did not ratify the Convention
was raised. At that point, the Convention has already
entered into force, and the answer was clear.

It became obvious that the Ukrainian seafarers
would simply be pushed out from the labor market
and togetherwith them all the Ukrainian mediators

in employment — crewing companies and recruitment
agencies — would leave the international maritime
business.

Just such a situation occurred with the Ukrainian
cooks, working on board the FOC-flagged vessels of
the country that has ratified the MLC, 2006: Flag State
refused to renew the seafarers’ working documents,
referring to the fact that our country has not adopted the
Convention. It was then the Marine Transport Workers’
Trade Union of Ukraine sent appeals to the President and
the Prime Minister of Ukraine, the Ministry of Infrastructure
of Ukraine and other agencies, calling for the soonest
ratification of the Convention, to which | referred earlier.

Let us hope that in the near future Ukraine will join

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the Convention and that will raise its image as a maritime
power. And you can be sure that the main role in this
process was played by MTWTU and LBSTUS.

It is worth noting that the process of ratification of
the Convention by Ukraine, as well as many other LBSTUS
and MTWTU initiatives on the national level, are slowed
down by the constani rotation in the ministries and by the
permanent changes in national legislation. It keeps us in
suspense and doesn’t allow us to relax.

SOCIALINITIATIVES

Through the whole reporting period our organizafion was
closely involved in the development and implementation of social
projects and programs for seafarers — trade union members and
their families. The priority of the work was prosperity, health and
serenity of seafarer.

The most popular among the seafarers is the financial
assistance and compensation of sanatorium and rehabilitation
treatment for seafarer and his children.

During the last reporting period more than 400 seafarers
have received financial assistance or compensation of sanatorium
and rehabilitation treatment under our social programs.

LBSTUS works in this direction together with the Welfare Fund
of Maritime Transport “MORTRANS”, which as far as possible
supports seafarers’ families in a difficult time for them.

One of the priorities for us, with respect to seafarers’ welfare,
is organizafion of medical protection for the Union members.

We have made many attempts in this direction. As praciice
shows, the medical insurance in Ukraine unfortunately is in its
infancy and is unable fo fully meet the needs seafarers have
today.

The present day we consider several options of medical
provision: one is the transition to the foreign company — insurance
provider. In any case, the decision will be taken collectively, not
only by us, but with the pariicipation of shipowners and of course
the seafarers.

Our main goal is 1o be there where you need us. Especially
when it comes to the health of seafarer. As one example, we
organized an admission and delivery of the injured seafarer with
the ambulance from the Odessa airport direcily to the hospital
for a full examination and medical treatment. And such cases
are, unfortunately, not uncommon. However, we are always there
to help.

Our organization pays quite some time working with
the youth, especially with students of maritime educational
institutions. We regularly hold meetfings with cadets of Odessa
National Maritime Academy and Maritime College of Technical
Fleet. We talk about their future profession and the difficulties
young seafarers face in the seq, about the breach of the ferms
and conditions of employment contracts from employer’s side.
We as well tell them about the ITF, how the right contract looks
like, what is collective agreemeni. The youth attentively absorbs
the information that will be really useful in their future work.

In addition to educational seminars and various frainings
for seafarers and their families we organize entertaining for the
whole family.

We arrange movie screenings and holidays for children in
Igroland, famous Chrisimas matinees for thousands of Union
members’ children, trips to water park and tourist trips, such as 1o
Aktovsky Canyon or the Titanic exhibition in Kiev, museum visits
and tastings and much more. Every year we strive to organize
large events for seafarers, where we encourage the most active
Trade union members, as well as seafarers, who have dedicated

We congralulaie seafarers with the holidays via SMS, by
phone, and Iry to personally devote time to each one who comes
to our office.

During the last reporting period, we have intensified the
information work with seafarers through the Union media
— these are, firsl of all, the magazine *“MORSKOY”, which
celebrates its fifth anniversary this year. On its pages everyone
can learn about our daily work, reports on the activities, on
the international meetings and negotiations. Also, “MORSKOY”
contains informative historical digressions and fresh maritime
news. In order to promote our work, we occasionally perform
on the local television, giving our assessment to one or another
process affecting work and life of seafarers. Our Union’s
webpage is also a popular portal — we do plan to modity it to
keep up with the fimes. Our pages in social networks VKontakte
and Facebook are not yet sufficiently popular, but we have set
ourselves the ambitious plans and expect that thousands of our
Union members will join us in the vast space of the Internet too.

In conclusion, | would like to say that no matter how
complicated the world is, no matter how difficult the situation
in our country is, we want you to always know that there is an
organization where you are always welcome. Where you will
always be heard, where know how to help you, where is no
place for failures and ignoring of your requests. Where NO is
never said.

And the name of this organization is the Local Black Sea
Trade Union Organization of Seafarers of MTWTU.

During the reporting period there were 334 FOC-flagged
vessels visited and inspected, as well as all the necessary
assistance and support was provided in resolving claims of the
crew members in other ports of Ukraine.

Were considered 280 claims of off-signed seafarers on wage
arrears, unreasonable deductions, sick pay and compensation,
as well as 97 claims of Ukrainian seafarers from ports of Ghana,
Greece, Kazakhstan, Iran, Indig, ltaly, the United Arab Emirates,
Singapore, Sudan, Turkey and Croatia. Over 3,5 million US dollars
were paid by shipowners to seafarers of various nationalities
to settle the wage arrears 1o the crews and compensation for
partial or total disability.

Assistance, including informational support, was rendered

Indian seafarers. Information on appeals was sent to the ITF
headquarters in London, the ITF Inspectorate and the Ukrainian
Embassy in the country of the vessel’s port of call, as well as
maritime administration of the Flag State.

Today there are 21 claims of seafarers-off-signers under
consideration: on wage arrears, unreasonable deductions
(repatriation, flag documents, etcjand unjustified termination of
the contract. We also work on the appeals of the crews of 16
vessels (arrears on current payments (2 — 4 months), food / water,
the arrest of vessels by the third party and a ban on seafarers’
discharge, issued by the port authorities, final payment).

We receive numerous claims from crew members of the laid
up vessels, covered by agreement of the local trade union. In
recent years the number of applications from crews both on
board and off-signed the offshore vessels increased (Iranian and
Singaporean companies).

Another question often asked in our office is the fraudulent
activities of individuals and legal entities, associated with the
provision of consulting services for job search.

Using the names of large shipping companies these persons
offer their help in finding employment asking 600-900 USD
for their services (referring to the need for paperwork, visas,
tickets, etc.). Later, after a week or a month, they close the office
and disappear. We constantly inform the seafarers through our
internet resources on frauds detected and offer them to consult
with us before making any decisions.

During the meetings with students of maritime educational
institutions we pay a special atiention 1o the employment issues,
communicaling with crewing, international standards for labor
contracts and seafarers’ rights.

In Ukraine we have rendered assistance to the crews on
strike, experiencing interruptions in provision supply on board. In
addition to negofiating and addressing issues on wage arrears,
we provided financial assistance for the organization of proper
supply.

When handling collective or individual appeals of the
crew members on board the vessels in ports Berdyansk, lzmail,
Mariupol, Nikolaev, Reni, Kherson, we assisted in resolution
of labor disputes. Legal assistance and consultations on the
preparation of claims were provided.

MTWTU local trade union organizations of the ports of
Belgorod-Dniester, Berdyansk, Izmail, Mariupol, Nikolaev,
Odessa, Kherson and Yuzhny, as well as seafarers’ centers of
Izmail and Kherson provided effective support for the Week of
Actions, and for addressing a number of claims made by the

crews.

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Region. The Campaign is called “Black Sea of Shame”, which
is related to the low labor standards in the Black Sea (working
conditions, wages, provision of food, working clothes, as well
as high level of morbidity and mortality). During the Weeks of
Action we educate the crews, inform them about international
and national maritime shipping standards, collect and analyze
information on existing working and living conditions, negotiate
with shipowners to improve these conditions.

During the reporting period, the ITF Inspectorate in Ukraine
has achieved some success in developing relationships with flag
administrations. As for the port authorities and inspections, their
activity in solving labor disputes slightly decreased due to a
number of reasons (reorganization, brain drain and the pressure
of commercial administration). Active support is provided only
in the case of companies’ non-compliance to the international
standards in terms of safety and technical condition.

Our office every day receives numerous telephone calls and
written inquiries regarding situations, faced by seafarers, and
with requests for help in solving different problems or providing
consultation on the terms of exisling agreements or individual
contracts. Unfortunaiely, even with a copy of the coniract in
hand, a seafarer doesn’t always know what he is enlitled to and
how eligible his actions are.

We constantly provide information assistance 1o off-signed
crew members of the vessels, arrested in ihe ports of Portugal,
Spain and ltaly, maintain contact with lawyers.

The main document in the work of “Mortrans® is the Charter of
the Fund, and it is registered in accordance with the requirements
of the Law of Ukraine “On charity and charitable organizatians”
and the Law of Ukraine “On the volunteer aclivities”. Due to the
amendmants to legislative acts of Ukraine The Charter of the
Fund has been modified too. Recent changes have been made
this year.

Activities of the Fund are managed by an executive body —
Management Board, which is compesed of 5 pecple: G. Kutyanin,
Chairman of the Board, members of the Board (Y.Sergeev,
l.Sergeev, S.Rozhkov and V.Shlykova) — representatives of
seafarers, port workers and maritime educational institutions and
a lawyer. The Supervisory Board is also acfively involved in the
Fund’s activities and is composed of the 3 persons — A.Postupaylo,
thechairman, and T.Rudan and Y.Pelykh — members of the board.
The Supervisory Board performs the function of monitoring and
regulation of the financial and economic activities of the Fund.

The current daily work is performed by the officials of the
Fund, together with volunteers.

The main objective of the Fund is providing charitable
assistance to maritime industry employees and their families,
seafarers and their families. Beneficiaries we assist are as well
retired seafarers, students of maritime educational institutions,
foreign seafarers, working on board the vessels, covered by the
ITF agreements, who are members of ITF offiliated unions.

We are proud and pleased to present you information
about the activities of the Welfare Fund of Maritime Transport
“Mortrans’ for the period of 2011 — 2015, with the results of
the main programs aimed at providing all-round assistance fo
seafarers and their families.

Over the past 4 years the Fund has assisted more than
5 thousand beneficiaries, mainly in the areas of: health care
[charitable assistance dllocated for treatment and rehabilitation
needed after the surgery), a lot of attention is paid to cancer
patients — seafarers and their families; social profection of
seafarers and their families, seafarers with disabilities, retired
seafarers, students of maritime educational institutions, assistance
in organization of leisure for seafarers and their families, support
rendered to Seafarers’ Centers.

While the Marine
Transport Workers’ Trade Union of Ukraine resolves the issues with
shipowners [for example, on wage crrears), the Fund “Mortrans”
helps in solving daily problems: supplies food, drinking water
and hygiena products. One of examples of the last year — is our
support, rendered to the crew of m/v Yolgo-Don 5021. Al that
time these seafarers were not members of MTWTU, but after our
assistance they joined the only maritime ITF affiliated trade union
in Ukraine.

The Fund provides assistance to veterans of the maritime
industry. Each year, on the occasion of the Day of Older
Persons, Sea and River Fleet Day in Ukraine, Victory Day over
the Nazism in World War |, St. Nicholas Day, we provide
charitable financial assistance to the Organization of the
Veterans of the Fleet of the State-Owned Shipping Company
“Black Sea Shipping Company”, to the Organization of
Veterans of Odessa Maritime Transport, Public Organization
“Club of Captains and Chief Engineers “Blasko of Black Sea
Shipping Company”.

In order to perform constant work with the above mentioned
categories of people, there was established a Center for
Social Assistance to Lonely Disabled Persons and Veterans
of Maritime Sector, working together with the Welfare Fund
of Maritime Transport “Mortrans”. Today there are 26 lonely
disabled people in the Center — maritime transport industry
veterans: former captains, boatswains, cooks, barmaids.

Maritime Academy, Odessa Maritime College of Technical
Fleet, Odessa Professional College of Maritime Transport and
lllichevsk Maritime College.

The Fund pays great attention to the development of
intellectual and creative abilities of cadets {organizes trips
to the competitions, scientific conferences). “Mortrans” has
purchased personal computers in order to improve the
material and technical base and the educational process,
provides charitable assistance to students in extreme cases,
etc. Welfare Fund “Mortrans” is now preparing a quest for
students of maritime educational institutions.

| would like to mention another area of our work, appeared
in connection with the events taking place in our country. Fund
covered such aspects as assistance to servicemen who are in
the ATO area, military seamen of the Naval Forces of Ukraine,
whose headquarters was relocated from the Autonomous
Republic of Crimea to Odessa, as well as temporary migrants
from the East Ukraine, both adults and children.
