The Wilson company, which employs several
hundred Ukrainian seafarers to work on their
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The study demonstrated teenagers'
high activity and diversity of interests,
which is an essential sign for adults.

In conditions of uncertainty and rapid
change, it's important to support young

ships, has a high level of responsibility and cares about its seafarers and the welfare of their families.
After the military invasion of Ukraine, the company took measures to ensure that the families of
Ukrainian seafarers could find safety abroad. At the end of 2023, during the annual negotiations
between the MTWTU and Wilson, it was agreed to conduct a joint project, which will be directed to the
analysis of the mental state of teenagers and children of seafarers who work in the company. The
psychologist of the Staff Center Group, Julia Makoid, was involved in the process. Both categories of
children and parents (those who stay in Ukraine and abroad) filled out the questionnaires specially
developed for them.

The main resuilts of the survey showed that teenagers from the marine environment today are
concemed about several key aspects:

of respondents are concerned about when the war will end. Many families are
forced to move several times, which makes it difficult to adapt to new conditions
and reduces teenagers’ sense of stability.

of teenagers note feelings of anxiety and negative emotions due to constant
changes in residence.

of teenagers said they admire their parents. Family is still a source of inspiration
for many teenagers.

of respondents have dreams and a clear idea of what new knowledge they want
to acquire. They want to improve their lives, achieve success, visit new countries,
and develop new skills.

people, inspire them, and help them achieve their goals and dreams.

Thanks to this project, there is an opportunity to adapt assistance programs
better, considering seafarers' children's current needs and wishes.

It will be the project's next stage, the implementation of which has
already begun.

As the country moves toward digitalization, nearly all stages of obtaining and
updating qualification documents for seafarers can now be completed remotely.
However, updating or assigning a title sometimes requires information that can be
difficult to find while abroad. Vadym Mundriyevskyy, an active member of the Trade
Union and acting Chief Officer, talked about the updated processes in this area.
Vadym, on his experience, made sure that now every seafarer can officially remotely
receive qualification documents. Considering that not everyone has full access to
the Internet and time for a thorough study of all the details, Vadym independently
figured out all the details and now accompanies the seafarers, members of the Trade
Union, in the processes of updating or obtaining the necessary documents.

One of the acute issues that worries seafarers abroad — is the military
registration in Ukraine.

Advisor Chairman, lawyer Julia Pelykh, talked about military registration, the
duties of persons liable for military, including updating data, the Unified Electronic
State Register of Conscripts, Persons Liable for Military Service and Reservists

“Oberig” and the application “Reserve+”, specifics
of providing administrative services to persons
liable for military abroad, relevant questions
from seafarers on these issues, as well as
responsibility for violating the rules of military
registration and law on mobilization. It was
also noted that it is worth keeping the situation
under control and, if necessary, seeking legal
advice and support to avoid possible negative
consequences.

In addition, Nataliya Yefrimenko, an
ITF Inspector in Ukraine, shared important
information about the necessary steps in case
of problems on board ships, labour disputes, and
the rights of crew members of vessels heading
to warlike or high-risk areas.

“Seafarers must be properly informed about their rights and available remedies in case of breach of contractual obligations
by the shipowner or violation of the requirements of MLC, 2006, about the need to exercise these rights, as well as about
the right to file complaints both on board and ashore recognized by the Convention,” Nataliya Yefrimenko emphasised

in her presentation.

During the event, the participants considered the difference between “warlike
areas” and “high risk areas” regarding the definition of the International Transport
Workers’ Federation. They received clarification on the rights of seafarers and the
company’s obligations if the ship is heading to a potentially dangerous area. The
Inspector once again emphasised that the seafarer can receive all bonuses and
double compensation only if the vessel is subject to the ITF Collective Bargaining
Agreement or such right to receive additional payments is provided in the seafarer’s
employment agreement. Therefore, even at the stage of employment, it's better to

check whether the ITF CBA is valid on the proposed
vessel or not. If there is no specified agreement,
check for the employer’s obligation to make
additional payments in the employment contract.
Another direction of the Trade Union’s work,
which, among other things, was considered within 1 W
the event’s framework- is the trade union’s social
work for seafarers in Ukraine and abroad.

Thus, LBSTUS Vice Chairman Elina Karavan noted that the Trade Union continues to provide social assistance
to temporarily abroad seafarers, “For the prompt processing of seafarers’ requests, we have implemented a chatbot

that every seafarer can contact and resolve the issue in a short time”.

Joint projects of the MTWTU with partners are also implemented, such
as the UNION DENT clinic, campaigns for providing humanitarian sets,
educational and informational events and meetings with seafarers and their
families; applications for financial assistance for various reasons are also
regularly processed.

The present requires more attention to yourself, your health, and the health
of people close to you to overcome difficult situations and solve problems.
Therefore, the topic of psychological health is more relevant than ever.

Psychologist Olena Senko, who has many years of experience working with
seafarers, conducted a training about the psychological health of seafarers.

Concepts such as psychological, psychic, and
mental health, features of the maritime profession
in this aspect and recovery were revealed.

Much attention was paid to the concept
of “stress” as one of the leading causes of
psychological health problems.

Olena gave practical and accessible
recommendations for overcoming stress
in seafarers’ complex professional and
personal lives.

The Trade Union continues its activities to care for seafarers and their families,
regardless of geographical location!

In May 2022, the MTWTU met in Odesa the crews of BLUE STAR | (IMO 9375159, flag
of Panama) and AZBURG (IMO 9102899, flag of Dominican Republic) captured by the
russian military. According to the captain of BLUE STAR |, all the seafarers of the three
seized vessels — BLUE STAR I, AZBURG and SMARTA (IMO 9396567, flag of Liberia) — were
released and remain safe. The seafarers were returned to Ukrainian-controlled territory
during another prisoner exchange. The MTWTU, with the support of its partners, provided
financial assistance to the released seafarers.

Another aggressor’s terrorist act shocked the entire civilised world: on 6 June
2023 at 02:50, russia internally undermined the structures of the Kakhovka
hydroelectric power plant.

About 80
settlements in the Kherson region were flooded, and about 16,000 people on the
right bank appeared to be in the critical zone.

Your choices and dedication determine how the future of the seas
and oceans will be shaped. Each of you has the opportunity to contribute. Believe in yourself because the seaisn't just a job; it’s a lifestyle.”

The MTWTU is about actions, so urgent
issues require effective solutions and lengthy
discussions with experienced representatives
who can highlight the essential things that will
help move towards the prosperity of Ukraine.
Therefore, Andrey Sharkhun, Associated Partner

of the “Global Ocean Link”, noted the importance of uninterrupted activities and
practical cooperation to maintain economic stability. He emphasized that young
people appreciate time’s fluidity, quickly react to changes, and don’t hesitate to
make crucial decisions.

Ivanna Khrapko, Chairwoman of the Youth Council of the Federation of Trade
Unions of Ukraine, highlighted the ability to act without fear.

Imbued with the energy of the MTWTU members, lvanna Khrapko noted,
“Not all trade unions in Ukraine are as powerful as yours. Consolidated and actively involved in the trade union movement, young people have become
important players in the international arena. They can lead people, and their voices are already heard worldwide”.

For voices to be heard freely, Maria Popova, the
Representative of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine’s
Commissioner for Human Rights in the Odesa region,
conducts monitoring visits and educational activities
regarding the observance of human rights. During
the discussion, she also noted the public and youth’s
role in protecting human rights and developing
a democratic society. Such events are powerful
platforms for discussing current issues, raising
problematic issues and finding ways to solve them.

Ways to solve current issues are already being
actively developed during working visits and

discussions. So, Maria Popova mentioned the visit to the MTWTU and expressed her hope
that the meeting will be the beginning of productive cooperation that will help realize the 6
common goal — the protection of human rights.

Of course, the economic crisis affects the prospects of the young in the labour
market, so Svitlana Melnyk, Head of the Recruiting Department of the Odesa Regional
Employment Center, approved that they are doing everything to ensure that more people
develop into future leaders.

The active discussion continued with the speech of Galyna Galiant, Manager for
Foreign Economic Activity and International Relations of the State Enterprise “Ukrainian
Sea Ports Authority.” Immediately solving the challenges, one of the questions from
the young leaders of the local trade union organizations was about the possibility of
employment.

“We are open to cooperation with ambitious youth”, says Galyna Galiant. “There are prospects for joint development and implementation of new ideas”.

But we always know that there are those who are ready to
continue to be our friends, those who are only on the way to strategic
partnership, and those who believe, support and act with us.

The Marine Transport Workers’ Trade Union of Ukraine strives to
grow with its members, which means staying with them from entering
a maritime educational institution to voyages. We aim to expand the
community and care for everyone who chooses to be part of the Union.
We desire to always be there in the most critical situations.

The MTWTU, together with the SEKO fraternal union, held a campaign
in Odesa to provide the families of Ukrainian seafarers with sets of
hygiene and care products. Five hundred sets of hygiene products
were distributed throughout Ukraine, which became an important
manifestation of care. It proves that even in the most remote comer
of Ukraine, a seafarer-MTWTU member can be sure he will receive the
necessary assistance.

“From the first days of the war, thanks to the solidarity of
our international partners, we felt that we were not alone in
our struggle.
